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 Conduct:  Anshe Chesed cqg iyp`  expects responsible 

behavior from all students. In building a student       
community, we ask that students take responsibility for 
their actions, help to create a comfortable learning    
environment and work to ensure the safety of others. If 
improper or irresponsible behavior occurs, parents will 
be notified either by the teacher or the administration. 
We require that all electronic devices, including cell 
phones, be silenced and kept out of sight while 
class is in session. 

 

Dress:  Clothing should reflect the nature of the activities 

within a synagogue. Students regularly participate in 

Tefillah dlitz (worship) and Limud Torah dxez cenil 

(Torah study). We therefore ask that students wear   
appropriate clothing: halter-tops, t-shirts with offensive, 
suggestive or graphic pictures/slogans and torn clothing 
are not appropriate. 

 

Homework:  Learning a religion and language is best done 
through frequent and varied exposure.  Reviewing     
assignments at home through simple homework is an 
important part of our program.  Teachers strive to make 
homework assignments take only 10-20 minutes per 
week.  This small amount of time can make a big       
difference in your success with Religious study and the 
Hebrew language.  

Attendance and Dismissal 

Consistent and regular attendance is expected for all 
classes. Students, teachers and parents should work in    
partnership to see that students do not fall behind.  
 

 Should you anticipate any absences, please contact the 
school office 216/464.5890 so we know not to expect your 
child in class. 
 

Students can be dismissed early with written notification 
from a parent. Students with a note will be dismissed by the 
teacher at the appropriate time and students will be picked 
up ONLY in the Religious School office.
